1.  General 
  

 

1.1  This college is sponsored and managed by Sangam Laxmibai Vidyapeet, a 
not-for-profit educational society with 70 years of experience in the field of 
education for girls and women. 

   

1.2  As the name of the college indicates, admissions to this college are open to 
women only. 

   

1.3  Only those students who are interested in studying the B Pharmacy Course 
are advised to apply.   

   

1.4  This college is not meant for a student who would simply like to be known as 
“an Pharmacy student” and who, in fact, does not really have any interest in 
the Pharmacy course. 

   

1.5  Only those who would like to study specifically in Bojjam Narasimhulu 
Pharmacy College for Women are advised to apply.  

  
 

  
 

1.6  The above points are included in this notification with a view to motivate the 
students, who are serious in pursuing B Pharmacy course specifically in this 
college, to seek admission.  These are also meant to facilitate admissions 
for the Category B Seats, which are widely known as management seats, in 
a fair, transparent and non-exploitative manner, on merit, based on 
TGEAPCET Rank and on Intermediate (10+2) Marks.  

  
 

1.7  Number of seats available in B Pharmacy in this college under Category B 
are: 30. 
 

2.  Application Form 
   

2.1  Along with this notification (containing the norms and procedure for 
admission to category B seats), an information brochure on the college and 
a blank application form are placed on the website of the college: 
www.bnpcw.ac.in. Any student interested in seeking admission to this 
college may download the application form, the admission notification and 
the information brochure from the website.

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2.2  The above mentioned documents are also available free of cost from the 
administrative office of the college. 

   

3.  Eligibility to apply 
   

3.1  Two categories of students are eligible to apply: (i) a student who has been 
given a rank in TGEAPCET-2025 or (ii) a student who has passed and 
obtained not less than 45% of marks in the Intermediate (10+2) Examination. 

   
4.  Submission of filled-up application 
   

4.1  The prospective applicant, along with her parents and/or guardian, is 
requested to go through (a) the admission notification, (b) the information 
brochure and (c) the application form. 
 

   

4.2  Only after becoming familiar with the details given in the information brochure 
and the admission notification, the prospective applicant may fill up the 
application form. 
 

   

4.3  The applicant should furnish all information sought in the application form and 
attach the photocopies of the documents, as clearly stated in the application 
form. The applicant as well as her parent or guardian must sign on photocopy 
of every document, to indicate that it is a photocopy of a genuine document. 
 

   

4.4  The filled-in application form, along with the photocopies of the required 
documents, should carry a crossed demand draft for Rs. 5000 (Rupees five 
thousand only) drawn in favour of ‘Bojjam Narasimhulu Pharmacy College for 
Women’ and payable at Hyderabad towards fee for registration and 
processing of application and for completion of the admission process. The 
Registration fee can also be paid through challan in IDBI Bank Santoshnagar 
branch. This registration fee is not refundable. 

 
   

4.5  The filled-in original application form, with photocopies of the required 
documents and the demand draft, and a photocopy of the filled-in application 
form should be submitted personally by the applicant and her parent/guardian 
to Dr K Anitha, Head, Admissions Cell of the College. An official 
acknowledgment will be issued for the filled-in original application form by 
recording date and time of registration, entering registration number, putting 
her signature and affixing college stamp on the photocopy of the filled-in 
application form for applicant’s record.  
 

   

4.6  The last date for registration is 6th August 2025, Wednesday, upto 5.00 pm. 

Thus, the process of registration of applicants comes to an end. 
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 5.  Counseling of B Category  
   

  
5.1 Counseling for the allotment of seat on merit basis will be held on 07.08.2025, 

Thursday, at 11.00 Hours in the College premises. 

 
6.  Submission of Original Certificates and Payment of Annual Fee 

 

   

6.1  The selected student has to submit her original certificates and a crossed 
bank demand draft for Rs.60,500 (Rupees Sixty thousand and five hundred 

only) drawn in favour of Bojjam Narasimhulu Pharmacy College for 

Women, payable at Hyderabad, towards Annual Tuition Fee (Rs. 52,000**) 

and JNTUH fee (Rs. 5,500) and NBA accredited fee (Rs. 3,000) for 2025-26. 
The annual fee can also be paid through challan in IDBI Bank Santoshnagar 
branch and obtain an acknowledgment for the documents and the bank 
DD/Challan on 7th August 2025 itself. A letter of admission will be given and 
its receipt must be acknowledged by the admitted student and by the parent 
or guardian accompanying the student. 
 

**Please note that as and when the Annual Tuition Fee is revised by     

    TAFRC and Approved by the Govt. of Telangana, the same shall be     
    applicable with immediate effect and the difference amount will be         
    collected as per the Fee Fixed. 
 

 

6.2  The annual fee for each of the remaining three academic years (2026-27, 
2027-28 and 2028-29) will continue to be the same, unless and until it is 
changed by the competent authority. 

  
 

6.3  The annual fee for the first academic year (2025-26), which is paid by the 
registered applicant at the time of her being admitted to the college, is non-
refundable as the admission process is completed.  A written undertaking to 
this effect has to be signed by the admitted student and the parent or 
guardian accompanying the student on a stamped paper in specified format. 

 

6.4  The date of the commencement of the first year of the B Pharmacy Course 
will be announced in the media by various authorities: Jawaharlal Nehru 
Technological University Hyderabad (JNTUH), Telangana State Council of 
Higher Education (TGCHE), etc. The college also will notify the same on its 
notice board and its website. The students, who are admitted to this college, 
in category B seats, are requested to keep themselves updated in this regard 
and attend the college from the day one itself.  

  
 

7.  Appeal 
   

7.1  The College Management would like to assure all students, who are 
interested in joining this college to pursue their B Pharmacy course under 
category B seats (i.e. management seats), that the College Management will 
not deviate from the procedure specified in this notification. The same 
assurance is given to the parents and guardians of such students.

All interested 
students and their parents/guardians are requested to directly interact only 
with Dr K Anitha, Head, Admissions Cell of the College, contact number 
9959054005, who has been authorized by the College Management to 
supervise the process of admission to the Management Seats in accordance 
with the norms and procedure specified herein. No one else is authorized by 
the College Management to intervene in the admission process.  Students 
and their parents/guardians are advised not to use services of any consultant 
or intermediary in this process.
